
The Portland Porpoise Swim Club was 

formed by the City of Portland Recrea-

tion Department in the fall of 1989 as a 

program within the Aquatics Division. 

Since then it has become a private swim 

club run by a committed and energetic 

parent board. The Porpoises aim to 

provide the most extensive competitive 

programming in the area, with a swim 

club that offers a foundation of success 

for every child, both in and out of the 

water.  

Our youngest swimmers learn basic stoke tech-

niques and enjoy the fun of team membership. 

Swimmers in our second tier begin to master the 

skills of all four competitive strokes, body position, 

and pace clock utilization. Our elite groups focus 

on racing strategy, developing aerobic fitness, and 

advanced training techniques that will prepare them 

for continued progress and success at the highest 

levels of the club.  

 

Many of our high school athletes choose to repre-

sent their school on swim teams. Our athletes have 

won Maine State Championships in the past, and 

are preparing for swimming at regional, collegiate, 

national, and international levels. PPSC has sent 

swimmers to college on full scholarships (both 

athletic and academic). Olympic Gold Medalist Ian 

Crocker grew up swimming with the Porpoises 

prior to taking his sport to the highest level.
